· Site Area inside existing fence = 17,499m2/1.75Ha/4.32Acre.
· Approximate area taking account of steep gradients and

servitude = 13,790m2/1.38Ha/3.41Acre.
· No Site Investigation has been carried out on this site. Previous SI

was limited to current development. Underlying soils considered to be
good granular material with potential shallow rock in places. Whole
site could generally be overlain by 200-450mm good topsoil.

· From review of historic maps, no areas anticipated to generate
contaminated soils, though potential requirement for Gas Membrane
protection and venting against Radon should be anticipated.

· Site generally falls from west to east, with a sharp fall in gradient to
north east corner making development in that area difficult.

· Location for SUDs would likely be in this area, and provision for
Pumping Station required given no Foul Sewers in vicinity (See notes
on Drainage)

· Existing Hedge/Verge fronts site to Victoria Street, with
substantial/well established trees to east boundary.

· Existing Footpath/National Cycleway bounds site to west and north.
· A92 dual carriageway sits 15m to the north of the site and is

approximately 0.8-4.0m above current site levels. Possible noise
pollution potential.

· Victoria Street was amended to a 40mph speed limit as part of
existing developments upgrades to lighting and footway/cycleway.

· Preliminary SUDs basin and pumping station location added. 15m
standoff shown.

SERVICE
· Numerous High Voltage cables both Overhead and Underground

run through the site and in the vicinity of the site, all feeding into the
Ashludie Primary Sub-station located to the south east corner of the
site.

· 33KV overhead and underground cable through the site will require
diverting. Potential to take this through development roads or within
carriageway on Victoria Street to keep clear of development.

· The only Low Voltage Electric is within our current development.
· No Gas Mains exist within Victoria Street fronting the site, but there

are Gas mains within our current development. These will not have
been designed for additional load being taken from there.

· Existing 300mm diameter Water Main within the footway on the
south side of Victoria Street. Partially diverted for site entrance
works to current development site. PDE submission will be required
to determine capacity from this main. No upgrades were required
previously.

· Existing BT network located within the carriageway on Victoria
Street and serves a new mast adjacent to Sub-station.

· Street Lighting on Victoria Street installed to serve current
development.

ACCESS
· Existing field access indicated on southern boundary taken from

Victoria Street.

DRAINAGE
· 300mmØ Surface Water sewer outfall from current development

runs round the eastern boundary of site and outfalls to Culverted
Watercourse.

· Single level of treatment could be achieved on site for development
<50 units and tie into this 300mmØ sewer.

· An existing servitude of 15m from site boundary exists for the
300mmØ sewer, as noted.

· Closest existing Foul Water sewer for outfall would be recently
constructed 225mmØ sewer in Victoria Street adjacent to southern
access from existing development. Given levels on site and invert
levels/distance of existing sewers a pumped outfall would be
required.

A 23/04/21 JJ Preliminary SUDs basin and pumping station location added

This plan shows some of the constraints and 
opportunities relevant to the site. We are considering 

these in order to develop an appropriate and 
sustainable layout for the proposed extension to 

Victoria Grange.

Q&A - KEY POINTS
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Following our first online public consultation event  
on 21 July 2021, and feedback via our ‘Have your say’ 

forms on our website, we have compiled the most 
frequently asked questions or key points that have 

 been raised with us.

Question 1. Why are more houses needed here?

Answer: The Council have a requirement to ensure an adequate supply of new 
housing land exists at all times. This requirement is based on the demand for homes in 
the area. Due to the success of our development at Victoria Grange, Angus Council will 

soon run out of land for new homes, leaving the land at Pitskelly in Carnoustie as the 
main source. 

This, in our view, does not provide the diversity required to meet the housing need for 
Angus Council and usually, a review of the Local Development Plan would allocate 

additional land for new homes. 

In this case, the current Local Development Plan will soon become out of date and 
its replacement will not be ready in time to meet the existing demand. Our modest 

proposals contain between 40 and 50 new homes which can offer a small extension to 
an existing development, allowing the Council to meet the short-term demand for new 

homes and maintain its requirement to ensure a generous and sufficient amount of new 
land is available for energy efficient homes in the area. 

We would expect the next Local Development Plan to allocate more housing sites to 
meet the anticipated housing demand over the next ten-year period. 

Question 2. Why are some of the new homes ‘affordable homes’ ?

Answer: Angus Council will require that 25% of all new homes on the development are 
affordable homes. This was the case with our current development at Victoria Grange 

and we will engage with both Angus Council and relevant Housing Associations to 
ensure the tenure of those affordable homes meets the needs of the local area.

Question 3. What is an ‘affordable home’?

Answer: Affordable Housing can include Social Rented, Shared Equity and/or Mid-
Market Rental homes. Delivery of the affordable housing is usually through a Registered 
Social Landlord such as Angus Housing Association who have delivered new affordable 

homes in our current Victoria Grange development. 

Question 4. Will this development have an impact on GP surgeries in 
the area?

Answer: This is a relatively modest proposal of 40 – 50 new homes and we expect 
the local health board to be able to cope with the small increase in residents generated 
from the development. As part of the application process with Angus Council, the local 

GP Surgery will be informed of the proposals to allow them to plan accordingly. 

Question 5. What effect will this development have on the capacity of 
the local Primary School (Seaview)?

Answer: This is a relatively modest proposal of 40 – 50 new homes and we expect 
the local health board to be able to cope with the small increase in residents generated 
from the development. As part of the application process with Angus Council, the local 

GP Surgery will be informed of the proposals to allow them to plan accordingly. 

Question 6. What effect will this development have on the capacity of 
the local secondary school (Monifieth High School)?

Answer: This is a relatively modest proposal of 40 – 50 new homes. Nonetheless, 
we will liaise with the Council’s Education Service in respect of any potential mitigation 
that might be required if there are capacity issues. The number of pupils likely to be 
generated will be assessed against current and future school projections to ensure 

adequate capacity can be programmed into the secondary school estate.

Question 7. Is this development likely to be affected by noise and 
pollution from the A92?

Answer: Given similar proximities of existing residential development to the A92, we 
don’t believe that this is an issue that would impact on our ability to provide these new 
homes. As part of our engagement with Angus Council we will investigate this further 
and will submit Noise and Air Quality assessments at the relevant time to support our 

planning application. 

Question 8. Traffic

Will this development have any negative impact  
on the surrounding road network? 

I have concerns over the two proposed access points being added to 
Victoria Street, the first being very close to the main roundabout.

Will the new access point be opposite the existing entrance on 
Victoria Street, if so would there be traffic lights/crossing installed?

Has there been noise analysis done if these homes will be right 
beside a trunk road?

Answer: This is a relatively modest proposal of 40 – 50 new homes. A Transport 
Statement will be prepared which will assess the potential effects of the proposals on 
the road network and will consider that wider transportation issues such as pedestrian 

routes, accessibility, cycling and so on. 

We propose to make a number of new active travel connections on to the existing 
cycle path to the north as well as to Victoria Road. This will promote active travel, rather 
than vehicle travel, and will also promote the use of those networks for recreation and 

healthy living. 

Question 9. What impact is there likely to be on traffic and services 
into the existing Victoria Grange development if the overhead 

powerlines are going to be re-routed? Will people working from home 
need to notify their employer there may be a disruption to power 

and other utilities?

Answer: We will work closely with all service and utility providers to ensure that any 
work that is carried out is done so with as little inconvenience or disruption to the local 

community and our neighbours as possible. Should there be any service disruption 
during those works, the service providers will make you aware with advance notice.

Question 10. Will there be any visual impact on my existing property?

Answer: Whilst this is not strictly a planning consideration, we propose to retain the 
established planting / landscape framework to the south of the development as far as 
possible. There will however be an element of clearance works requirement to facilitate 
the access and connections to Victoria Road. Retaining the majority of this established 
landscape will improve visual amenity and reduce any impact of the new development 

on existing residents whilst also improving biodiversity and natural habitat.

Question 11: If the new houses are planned to be family homes, would 
Taylor Wimpey consider adding a larger playpark as the one on the 

existing development?

Answer: Whilst this is only an application for Planning Permission in Principle, we 
would expect our detailed application to provide for a range of homes to meet the 

existing market demand. These would likely include two-bedroom mid-terraced units up 
to four-bedroom detached homes. 

The application for Planning Permission in Principle will only cover the land within the 
red line boundary and we would not be able to change any aspect of the existing 

development as part of these proposals. 

Any local play facilities would be determined through dialogue with Angus Council 
during the next stage of the planning process, once Planning Permission in Principle 

has been approved and we are confirming the detail within our proposals.

Question 12: What is the expected timeline for the  
planning/development and completion of the new site?

Indicative Timeline is as follows and is subject to gaining planning permission:

July/August 2021 – Pre Application Consultation and Preparation

September/October 2021 – Planning Application submitted to Angus Council

February / March 2022 – Planning Application Decided (approved)

March / April 2022 – Submission of detailed design applications to Angus Council

June/July 2022 – Approval of detailed designs

August 2022 – Start on site.

November 2022 – First house completions.

April 2024 – Development completed and all houses built.

Question 13: Would the new site delay any existing remaining  
work required at Victoria Grange?

Answer: No, our award-winning site team is fully focussed on completing all 
outstanding works to our current development and our planning application will not 

affect the programme of final works at Victoria Grange.

Question 14: Is there a list of guide prices for these new  
proposed homes?

Answer: No, we do not have indicative prices at the moment. If you would like to be
